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Drive More Efficiently 
 

Here are some tips on how to save money with the higher gas prices.  All cost 
savings are based on an assumed fuel price of $2.20 per gallon. 
 
1.  Drive Sensibly:  Aggressive driving (speeding, rapid acceleration, and braking)      
     wastes gas and is unsafe for you and others.  Equivalent gas savings:  $0.11 -  
     $0.73/gallon. 
2.  Observe the Speed Limit:  Each 5 mph you drive over 60 mph is like paying an  
     additional $0.10 per gallon for gas.  Savings:  $0.15 - $0.51/gallon. 
3.  Remove Excess Weight from Vehicle. 
4.  Avoid Excessive Idling. 
5.  Use Cruise Control. 
6.  Use Overdrive Gears. 
7.  Keep Your Engine Properly Tuned:  Equivalent gas savings: $0.09 -    
     $0.88/gallon. 
8.  Keep Tires Properly Inflated:  Under-inflated tires can lower gas mileage.   
     Equivalent gas savings:  up to $0.07/gallon. 
9.  Use the Recommended Grade of Motor Oil:  Look for motor oil that says  
     “Energy Conserving” on the API performance symbol to be sure it contains  
     friction-reducing additives.  Equivalent gas savings:  $0.02 - $0.04/gallon. 
10. Plan and Combine Trips:  Short trips taken from a cold start can use twice as  
     much fuel as a longer multipurpose trip covering the same distance when the  
     engine is warm.  You can avoid retracing your route and reduce the distance  
     you travel as well.  You’ll not only save fuel, but also reduce wear and tear on  
     your car. 
11. Choose a More Efficient Vehicle:  The difference between a car that gets 20  
     MPG and one that gets 30 MPG amounts to $550 per year (assuming 15,000  
     miles of driving annually and a fuel cost of $2.20/gallon).
